RESOLUTION 2609-06

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS APPROVING A PROPOSED
BUDGET FOR PANTHER TRACE COMMUNITY BEVELOPMENT DISTRICT FOR

FISCAL YEAR 2610; SETTING A HEARING FOR PUBLIC CONSIBDERATION OF THE
SAME

WHEREAS, Panther Trace Community Development District is a local unit of special-purpose government
created and existing pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, being situated entirely within Hillsborough County,
Florida (hereinafter the “District™); and

WHEREAS, the District now believes it appropriate to make reasonable provision with respect to the manner
in which the District’s Board of Supervisors (hereinafter the “Board™) will incur expenses and provide revenues
necessary for its operation and any proposed improvement; and

WHEREAS, the District Manager has heretofore prepared and submitted to the District’s Board, a proposed
operating budget for Fiscal Year 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Board has considered the proposed budget and now desires to set the required public hearing
thereon.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF PANTHER
TRACE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT THAT:

Section 1. The Proposed Budget for Panther Trace Community Development District for Fiscal Year
2010, attached hereto as Exhibit A is hereby approved as the basis for conducting a public hearing to adopt the same.

Section 2. A Public Hearing on the proposed budget as approved by the District’s Board is hereby
declared and set for , 2009, at m, at the Panther Trace
Clubhouse, located at 12515 Bramfield Avenue, Riverview, Florida 33569.

Section 3. Notice of this Public Hearing shall be published in accordance with Section 190.008(2)(a),
Florida Statutes.

Section 4. The District’s Secretary is directed to submit the proposed budget to Hillsborough County not
less than sixty (60) days prior to its scheduled final adoption (Public Hearing).

Section S. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.
